Details

During this World Championship in Argentina, a left-handed player demanded that the
position be played according to the markings for right-handed players and referred to the
corresponding regulations, which gave him complete freedom in this case. This situation
prompted the CIBA, the Commission Internationale de Billard Artistique, with its president
Richard Kron, to propose the following changes at the next congress of the world federation
in 1971: "The players are obliged to play all shots of the program with the positions indicated
by the referee, according to their status as left- or right-handed players."
